Language: ALl E-Posters should be prepared in English.
File Format: PDF format — 1 page.

Orientation: create your poster in a standard document
software or a landscape-oriented PowerPoint and save it
as a PDF file.

Font types: Arial, Calibri, Verdana, Times New Roman or
Helvetica.

Font size: 11 points or larger.

Elements that are not permitted and will not be
functioning: hyperlinks, animated images, animations and
videos; logos, promotional or marketing materials.

Please do not insert your E-Poster number.

QR Codes may be included. QR codes, if used should link
to scientific content relevant to the E-Poster (ie.
additional graphs/images/video clip/CV-publications of
the authors). QR Codes cannot link to any promotional or
marketing material.

Images and tables: At least 200 dpi — good picture
quality is essential. When inserting images, photos,
tables, etc., please use simple copy-paste and do not
use embedded documents — the system does not support
embedded files — audio or video.

File size: Less than 5 MB.
